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OUR HISTORY

The Augustinian Recollect Sisters (A.R.) purchased the facilities comprising the St. Ezekiel Moreno Hostel and Nursing Home on 31st October 2000. The acquisition of this Aged Care Facility occasioned the A.R. Sisters to make adjustments and changes in the Apostolate from full time teaching and Pastoral work to become full time workers as Board Members of the Facility to support the Management.

The history of the facility has some significance in the local Croydon area. It was formerly the home of Sir George Reid, Prime Minister of Australia, 1904-1905. Sir George first settled in the area in 1895 and he played a leading role in Australia’s Federation Movement.

The grace and ambience of the property has been maintained despite its use as a care facility. The accommodation areas consist of a single storey Victorian designed building.

The building is set among mature trees and retains its decorative eaves and beautiful bay windows. Original fireplaces are still in existence set in Italian marble. Some ceilings are grace with an ornate cast iron rose in the center, with a beautiful floral design.

ABOUT US

The Congregation of the Augustinian Recollect sisters (A.R.) was introduced to Australia in 1988 by Rev. Bishop Bed Heather, DD of the newly created Parramatta Diocese to work in systemic schools (Catholic schools) and for Pastoral work to assist the fast growing Filipino-Australian communities specially in Blacktown area and whole of Parramatta and Sydney dioceses. The Augustinian Recollect sisters operate community and residential care services in the Philippines, USA, Spain and Africa. 

The sisters are a religious, benevolent, charitable and non-profit organization.

The sisters have ensured that the graciousness of the building remains even though it accommodates a hostel wing of 15 places and an alternate wing of 43 high care places. There are two courtyards at the facility, which offer comfortable outdoor furniture for residents who wish to use the area.

OUR SERVICES

ACCOMMODATION: Our hostel caters for 15 private rooms with all ensuites and a kitchenette, while our nursing home section has some private rooms as well as rooms with shared accommodation.

MEALS: Meals are prepared on the premises. Residents have a variety of menus to choose from, and consideration is given to cultural and religious preferences. These menus are reviewed regularly in consultation with a qualified dietician.

HAIRDRESSING: A hairdresser comes to the home on a regular basis and provides a full range of services or alternatively residents may arrange to have their own hairdresser to visit.

LAUNDRY: Laundry is done on the premises and the service cost is included in resident’s fees.

THERAPY AND ACTIVITIES: There is a full-time recreational officer and two part-time officers to conduct tailored programs, which are intended to help residents as physically and mentally active as possible.

PHYSIOTHERAPY: Physiotherapy, if and when required can be made and arranged privately and, for other services including dental, X-ray, optometry, hearing aids, reading glasses, speech therapy etc.

PODIATRY: A podiatrist visits the Home every 6 weeks.

CULTURAL CUSTOMS: The Nursing Home welcomes residents from any cultural and religious background. It has a well-established Italian cluster with ongoing support.

FURNITURE AND PERSONAL: Residents are encouraged to bring personal belongings of special sentiment with them (photographs, paintings, chairs). In every room we provide furniture to ensure the comfort of residents.

RELIGIOUS AND SPIRITUAL CARE: The Home has a chapel where Holy Mass is conducted every first and third Friday of each is month officiated by our Parish Priest from Holy Innocents, Croydon. Pastors from various denominations also visit the residents when requested to do so.

SECURITY: The Home has staff on duty 24 hours a day. Gates have security keypads. There is an automatic fire alarm system in the home.

BLUE PHONE: A public phone is installed in the Home’s foyer for the use of residents, visitors and staff.

MINI BUS: The Nursing Home has a bus, which is used to transport residents to picnics, clubs, outings and other recreational activities.  
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
